AVID Senior Parent Information Night Project
Purpose: This project gives AVID seniors the opportunity to illustrate what they have learned throughout 4 years as program participants; thus, in turn, teaching the community vital information needed to prepare for a successful college application process. 

Overview of Parent Information Night: All Eleanor Roosevelt High School parents will be invited to attend an information night that consists of (6) twenty minute break-out information sessions that include topics such as financial aid and college placement tests. Each of the six groups, comprised of 3-4 AVID seniors, will host a break-out session designed to engage participants in the lesson.
