This assignment is designed to be a comprehensive research based project that is realistic and practical related to your post high school choices.  The assignment will consist of both educational and career exploration that should make the transition to the next phase of your life smoother. 

I. In order to complete this assignment, you must select the college you will attend next fall and do extensive research into that particular school. Please direct your research to the following areas:
A.  Campus Highlights: location (directions), enrollment, ethnicity breakdown, community or 

city breakdown, area activities

B.  Academic Programs: major, course of study (specific classes in major), freshman year

schedule (based on the spring course offerings), minor, internships, student-support 
services 
C.  Financial Profile: tuition, books, all specific expenses (create a chart that shows your monthly

and yearly budget to attend school)
D.  Student Life: significant clubs organizations of interest, sports offered etc. 
E.  Important Contact Information (phone, location, email): Financial Aid Office, Admissions


Office, Housing, Outreach, Testing Center, Student Support Services (writing lab, math 


lab, etc.)
F. Create a “Personal Resume” based on your accomplishments to date
II. Upon completion of your college research, you will pick a specific career that will develop from your chosen major.  Please research this particular career and identify all of following:

A.  Detailed Job Description: working conditions, training, tasks, location, etc.

B.  Occupational Outlook: identify opportunities in the field (many/ limited), location of 

opportunities
C.  Career Highlights: Starting Salary, Average Salary, Top Salary- national and local
D.  Growth Potential: How do you advance in the field?
E.  Alternative Careers related to Major

F.  Personal Interview: Interview a professional in your chosen career field (8-12 Questions). 
Students must turn in complete contact information for the person interviewed as well as 
the questions and responses.  Interview can be in person, over the phone or by email.  The 

interview can not be a relative of the student.
III. Upon completion of your career research, you must locate a specific job listing (newspaper or internet) for your chosen profession.  You must then complete the following:


A.  Print out or copy the job listing- include the source
B.  Create a typed “Letter of Interest” for the specific job listing (follow guidelines)
C.  Create a typed “Professional Resume” (fictional) for the particular position 
D.  Prepare for an Interview for the position (College Career Rep./ Counselor)- Research the

 
company and prepare personal responses
IV. In addition to all the above information, you must also:


A. Create a detailed and creative PowerPoint presentation for all college and career 



information.  Should include relevant pictures, charts, graphs, etc. 

B. Create a Works Cited in MLA format for all sources used in the project


C. Show participation and completion of two “Career Inventories” discussed in class


D. Complete a minimum of 8 pages of Cornell Notes detailing your research.
