Background:  The goal of the AVID tutorial is for students to focus their tutorial questions in rigorous, academic classes where they need additional support of their peers to make connections and create understanding.  

The goal of the following activity is to help students analyze their grades in order to create a tutorial focus that will help them improve in their weakest academic areas.  In addition, students will be analyzing the last two weeks of Tutorial Request Forms to see if their subject area and level of question supports the content area of greatest need.  Without this analysis, students are not using tutorial time to ensure academic success in their weakest content class.  Lastly, students will re-examine their grades to see if their tutorial focus has positively impacted their grade or performance in that content class.  

It is necessary to help students learn to re-evaluate and adjust their focus to target the content class of greatest need so that all classes are addressed. This activity may be completed each grading period to analyze grades, question levels, and subject selection.
