Tutor Hints

HOW DO YOU RECRUIT TUTORS?????

· Flyers distributed at university tabling need phone and personal follow-up to be effective

· Often the best recruitment is snagging current AP students & graduating AVID students before they leave for college

· Work collaboratively with colleges and universities.  They often will pay the college students themselves through internship programs.

CHARACTERISTICS TO LOOK FOR IN A GOOD TUTOR

· Need to be able to hold the respect of the students

· Need to be a good role model

· Need to be a bridge between the teacher ands students

· Need to be willing to attend all LACOE tutor training ASAP

· High School tutors should attend the additional AP tutor training module (new), even if they are previously certified

· Need to be competent in using WICR strategies

· Need to be a facilitator, NOT an enabler

· Help students find their own answers to questions, not GIVE answers.

IDEAS FOR USING TUTORS IN OTHER CAPACITIES

Tutors are more likely to stay for several years if they are paid 10-18 hours per week (the maximum allowed at most districts.)  Few college students want to commute from college to tutor for just 3 hours a week.  Drop-out rate can be high.  Students that feel they are performing a  real job are much more likely to invest the time for deep training, take coaching well and go above and beyond their regular duties (like teachers.)  Here are some ideas for using tutors at a school to give them more hours…

· Tutor non-traditional students within AP content classes

· Become a science lab assistant – keep stockroom organized, prepare chemicals, set-up and tear-down labs

· Mentor student research or science fair projects in their content classes

· Perform computer searches for students

· Chaperone fieldtrips

· Work in the Career Center as liaisons

· Become motivational speakers in other classes

· Assist with AVID recruitment

· Traditional teacher aide work for other teachers

· Become technology aides for teachers in tech centers

· Help monitor students in On-line AP and pre-AP classes
